The latest parts manual (revision 4)
has the circuit breakers labeled correctly.

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS / PARTS ORDERING : When the 7200 service manual is updated
corrections will be made to the schematic. You can make the following changes to your
7200 service manual schematic or insert the attached schematic into your 7200 service
manual.
CB--3 should be CB--6
CB--4 should be CB--5
CB--6 should be CB--4
CB--5 should be CB--3

Which Means,
CB--6 should provide voltage for the Yellow wire circuits to the control board.
The 6B/Blu wire feeds CB--5 for the horn circuit.
The 6D/Blu wire feeds CB--4 for the power wand switch.
The 6C/Blu wire feeds CB--3 for the light switch.
